Attendance

Education law requirements are as follows: Parent/Carer’s have a duty to ensure
their child/children’s regular attendance at school and failure to do so is an
offence under section Wili-(I) of the Education Act 1996. Good attendance leads to
good progress. Should you however choose to take leave of absence during term the
school attendance policy makes it cear that this absence will not be authorised and
school has a duty to inform the Education Welfare Service who may issue a Penalty
Notice. A Penalty Notice of £60 could be imposed per child and per parent. If this is
not paid within 2| days of receipt of the notice, then the cost may escalate or there
is risk of prosecution.
Absences

We are required by law to notify the Local Authority of any unauthorised absences
of children, as this will to be recorded as truancy. It is vital that you notify the
school by telephone in the first instance. If a message is not received, the absence is
marked as unauthorised and a home visit may occur to check that your child is
safe. We are also monitoring and acting upon persistent lateness. Please be aware
that on occasion medical proof will be required for absences over three days.
