 Children receive a specialist provision by ABO. New learning and activities are taken part within school. Children enjoy PE and boosts achievement and participation within PE. PE equipment is ordered and kept on top of for all years lessons throughout the year by ABO and PE lead. 


ABO offers children active games to take part in with the Friday provision. This supports staff, parents and children within school. Children who attend Friday club are often happy to go and enjoy the activities.





ABO provides children with a variety of learning across their time at school with many different clubs for different ages. He then takes members of the afterschool clubs and school children to competitions for the certain sports. Children can use their knowledge and skills from afterschool clubs in their lessons. Children can find their passion in a certain type of sport. 


Children are understanding of the importance of exercise and children come into class clam and ready for learning after their morning weekly mile. 


Children have shown true sportsmanship and respect in competitions. They are showing a great sense of achievement and pride for what they achieve. 




Staff are feeling more confident in teaching PE and self esteem has risen. ABO has shown staff hoe to vary lessons to adapt for children’s needs, with things such as space, time, resources.



Staff know how to evidence and assess children on PE passport. PE lead and ABO are monitoring PE Passport 
	Many teachers are happy with how children come into school after their morning fitness club. Children have stated that they enjoy that to start the day. Parents have commented about how much children enjoy coming to school knowing that they are going to the fitness club. 


Teachers find it beneficial to have ABO to show them and model effective teaching for PE with them. He has shown teachers new games to use which link to the current aim of the lesson for circumstances when the weather effects PE outdoors. 












Children and parents have great engagement with afterschool clubs and they are often full to capacity every time. Something that will be looked at this year is the engagement of Pupil premium children and potentially lower the cost for after school clubs.  




Teachers can see children are more focused in lessons after the weekly mile. 












Staff are pleased to be able to cater for all needs and abilities of their class in their lessons.

AB has worked alongside staff especially those in Year 2, Year 1, Reception and Year 4 to support the staff in using PE passport and ways of teaching the children. If that be through scaffolding learning or challenging learning. He has also shown the progressive steps in the areas of PE. 
EB has carried out Pupil voice with 4 year groups. Lots of positives came back from that. Children are enjoying PE and are wanting more PE time. They enjoy the clubs provided and could explain what they have learnt in PE well. When talking to children it was clear to see that scaffolds were in place for children to make them feel more confident about PE even when they find something tricky. 
After monitoring PE passport, some staff just need a reminder to upload evidence for all lessons, even if its indoor PE due to the weather, which EB is going to do in Spring and offer staff support in using and navigating PE passport. 




AB has worked alongside class teachers to model effective use of PE Passport in lessons, including how to access curriculum plans, assessment tools and progression maps. EB followed up with individual staff to troubleshoot any gaps in recording or planning so that PE Passport is now being used more confidently and more accurately across year groups.


Some classes are now consistently doing both the weekly mile and their full PE allocation, but this is not yet fully embedded across the whole school, particularly during busy curriculum weeks or when the weather has impacted outdoor opportunities. Further action is needed to secure full consistency.

Stronger focus on subject-specific vocabulary within PE lessons by modelling key terminology and ensuring it is displayed and referred to throughout the lesson. EB encouraged teachers to prompt pupils to explain skills using correct language.

	

Staff are feeling more confident with PE lessons and how to vary lessons to support all children. 
Children are enjoying PE and swimming is having a really big impact for all children after listening to Year 6 pupil voice, they are making so much progress.
